Fort Erie’s history, natural heritage, diversity and
beauty, all of which we know you will enjoy during
your visit or stay with us.

creeks, parks, flora and fauna. Our recreation trails are part of the
Niagara Parks system, the Trans-Canada Trail and the Niagara Circle
Route.
